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Yarn
Lion Brand 24/7 Cotton DK (273 yds/100 g): #171S Fresh Mint 2 (2, 3, 4, 4, 4, 4, 5, 5) balls, #100AJ Sugarcane 2 (2, 2, 2, 2, 3, 3, 3, 3) balls.  

Materials
US Size D/3 (3.25 mm) crochet hook, US Size G/6 (4 mm) crochet hook, 2 locking stitch markers, yarn needle, scissors. 

Size/Measurements
Xs (Sm, Med, Lg, 1x, 2x, 3x, 4x 5x)
Bust:  28–30 (32–34, 36–38, 40–42, 44–46, 48–50, 52–54, 56–58, 60–62)” 
*Size medium shown

Gauge
22 sts x 12 rows = 4”

Notes
1. Weave in ends as work progresses. 

Abbreviations
BLO = back loop only
Ch = chain
Dc = double crochet
RS = Right side of fabric.
Sc = single crochet
Sl st = slip stitch
St(s) = stitch(es)

Instructions:

Front and Back Panels

Hem:
With smaller hook and A. 
Row 1:  Ch 11, sc in 2nd ch from hook and in each ch across, turn – 10 sc.  
Row 2:  Ch 1, sc in BLO across, turn. 
Rows 3-97 (103, 115, 127, 139, 151, 157, 163, 175):  Ch 1, sc in BLO across, turn. 
Change to larger hook.
Row 98 (104, 116, 128, 140, 152, 158, 164, 176):  Ch 1, rotate to work in row ends of Hem, sc in each row end across, turn – 97 (103, 115, 127, 139, 151, 157, 163, 175) sc.
Fasten off A, continue to Body. 

Body:
With larger hook and B.
Rows 1-2:  Ch 1, sc across, turn.
Row 3 (RS):  Ch 1, sc, [skip next 2 sts, 5 dc in next st, skip next 2 sts, sc in next st] across, turn – 97 (103, 115, 127, 139, 151, 157, 163, 175) sts.
Row 4:  Ch 3 (counts as 1st dc here and throughout), 2 dc in same space, [skip next 2 sts, sc in next, skip next 2 sts, 5 dc in next] across to last 6 sts, skip next 2 sts, sc in next, skip next 2 sts, 3 dc in last, turn – 97 (103, 115, 127, 139, 151, 157, 163, 175) sts.
Rows 5-34 (36, 38, 38, 38, 42, 42, 46, 46):  Repeat Rows 3-4.
Row 35 (37, 39, 39, 39, 43, 43, 47, 47):  Ch 1, sc in next 2 sts, [hdc in next, dc in next, hdc in next, sc in next 3] across, turn – 97 (103, 115, 127, 139, 151, 157, 163, 175) sts.
Row 36 (38, 40, 40, 40, 44, 44, 48, 48):  Ch 1, sc in each st across, turn. 
Fasten off B, change to A. 
Rows 37-38 (39-40, 41-42, 41-42, 41-42, 45-46, 45-46, 49-50, 49-50):  Ch 1, sc across, turn. 
Rows 39-44 (41-48, 43-50, 43-52, 43-52, 47-58, 47-60, 51-62, 51-62):  Repeat Rows 3-4.
Row 45 (49, 51, 53, 53, 59, 61, 63, 65):  Repeat Row 3. 
Continue to Shoulders.

Shoulders

Left Shoulder:
Using a locking stitch marker and counting from the left outside edge, count 30 (36, 36, 42, 48, 54, 60, 66, 72) sts and mark the next st. 

Row 1:  Ch 3 (counts as 1st dc), 2 dc in 1st st, [skip next 2 sts, sc in next*, skip next 2 sts, 5 dc in next] repeat across, ending last repeat at * when 2 sts remain before marked st, turn – 28 (34, 34, 40, 46, 52, 58, 64, 70) sts. 
Row 2:  Ch 3 (does not count as a dc), skip 1st sc, [skip next 2 sts, sc in next st, skip next 2 sts, 5 dc in next] across to last 3 sts, sc in last, turn – 25 (31, 31, 37, 43, 49, 55, 61, 67) sts. 
Row 3:  Ch 3 (counts as 1st dc), hdc in next, [sc in next 3 sts, hdc in next, dc in next*, hdc in next] across and ending last repeat at *. – 25 (31, 31, 37, 43, 49, 55, 61, 67) sts.
Fasten off, weave in ends. Continue to Right Shoulder. 

Right Shoulder:
Using a locking stitch marker and counting from the right outside edge, count 28 (34, 34, 40, 46, 52, 58, 64, 70) sts and mark the next st. Join yarn in marked st, to work towards the edge of the panel.
Row 1:  Ch 1, sc in marked st, [skip next 2 sts, 5 dc in next st, skip next 2 sts, sc in next st] across until 3 sts remain, skip next 2 sts, 3 dc in last, turn – 28 (34, 34, 40, 46, 52, 58, 64, 70) sts
Row 2:  Ch 1, sc in 1st st, [skip next 2 sts, 5 dc in next, skip next 2 sts, sc in next] across until 3 sts remain, leave remaining 3 sts unworked, turn – 25 (31, 31, 37, 43, 49, 55, 61, 67) sts. 
Row 3:  Ch 3 (counts as 1st dc), [hdc in next, sc in next 3, hdc in next, dc in next] across to last 6 sts, hdc in next, sc in next 3, hdc in next, dc in last – 25 (31, 31, 37, 43, 49, 55, 61, 67) sts.  
Fasten off, weave in ends.

Side Edging

Right Side Edge:
With B and RS facing, join to first row end of Body at bottom edge.
Row 1:  Ch 1, sc 37 (39, 41, 41, 41, 45, 45, 49, 49) evenly across all colour B row ends, change to A in last draw through of last st, with A, sc 14 (16, 16, 18, 18, 18, 20, 20, 22) evenly across all colour A row ends to top of shoulder – 51 (55, 57, 59, 59, 63, 65, 69, 71) sc. 
Fasten off, weave in ends. 

Right Side Edge – Finishing:
With RS facing and larger hook, use B to create a smooth edge on sides of panels. 
Row 1:  Ch 1, sc in each st across – 48 (52, 54, 57, 57, 62, 64, 67, 68) sc. 
Fasten off, weave in ends.

Left Side Edge:
With A and RS facing, join to last row of Body at top edge. 
Row 1:  Ch 1, sc 14 (16, 16, 18, 18, 18, 20, 20, 22) evenly across all colour A row ends, change to B in last draw through of last st, with B, sc 37 (39, 41, 41, 41, 45, 45, 49, 49) evenly across all colour B row ends to bottom of Body – 51 (55, 57, 59, 59, 63, 65, 69, 71) sc. 
Fasten off, weave in ends. 

Left Side Edge – Finishing:
As per Right Side Edge – Finishing.

Seaming
Seam shoulders at Row 3. Counting from shoulder seam, leave 22 (24, 27, 28, 28, 30, 32, 34, 37) sts unseamed (open) for the armholes, seam remaining side edge stitches on either side of Body with preferred method. 
Fasten off, weave in ends. 


Cuff
With larger hook and B. 
Round 1:  Ch 1, sc in next 44 (48, 54, 56, 56, 60, 64, 68, 74) sts around sleeve opening, join. 
Rounds 2-3:  Ch 1, sc around, join. 
Fasten off, weave in ends. 
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
