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Yarn
Lion Brand Truboo (3 weight) (241 yds/100 g):  2 balls #187 Goldenrod A, 1 ball each #149B Silver B, #150N Slate C 

Materials
US Size G/6 (4.0 mm) crochet hook, 5 locking stitch markers, yarn needle, scissors. 

Finished Size
42” wide x 15” long

Gauge
18 hdc x 14 rows = 4”

Notes
1. Shawl is worked center-out with a border added at the end.
2. Weave in ends as work progresses. 

Abbreviations
Ch = chain
Dc = double crochet
Hdc = half double crochet
RS = Right side of fabric
Sc = single crochet
Sl st = slip stitch
St(s) = stitches
Tr = treble crochet
Yo = yarn over

Special Stitches
Back post double crochet (bpdc) = Yo, insert hook around post of next st from back to front, yo and draw up a loop, [yo and draw through 2 loops] twice. 
Cable = skip next 3 sts, fptr around next 3 sts, crossing in front of work, fptr around each of skipped 3 sts.
Front post double crochet (fpdc) = Yo, insert hook around post of next st from front to back, yo and draw up a loop, [yo and draw through 2 loops] twice. 
Front post treble crochet (fptr) = Yo twice, insert hook around post of next st from front to back, yo and draw up a loop, [yo and draw through 2 loops] x 3. 


Instructions:

Shawl Start
With A. 
Row 1 (RS):  Ch 3, 5 dc in 3rd ch from hook, turn – 5 dc. 
Row 2:  Ch 2 (does not count as a st here and throughout), 2 dc in each st across, turn – 10 dc. 
Row 3:  Ch 2, [2 dc, dc] across, turn – 15 dc. 
Row 4:  Ch 2, [2 dc, dc 2] across, turn – 20 dc. 
Row 5:  Ch 2, [2 dc, dc 3] across, turn – 25 dc. 
Row 6:  Ch 2, [2 dc, dc 4] across, turn – 30 dc. 
Row 7:  Ch 2, [2 dc, dc 5] across, turn – 35 dc. 
Row 8:  Ch 2, [2 dc, dc 6] across, turn – 40 dc. 

Cable Section
Continue with A. Using a locking stitch marker, mark RS of the fabric for reference (Row 9 begins on the right side). 
Row 9 (RS):  Ch 2, [2 hdc, hdc 7], mark 1st st of each of the next 4 repeats with a stitch marker, [2 hdc, fpdc 6, hdc] x 3, [2 hdc, hdc 7], turn – 45 sts. 
Row 10:  Ch 2, 2 hdc in 1st st, hdc to next marker, hdc in marked st, [2 hdc in next (move marker to 1st of these 2 sts), bpdc 6, hdc to marked st, hdc in marked st] x 3, 2 hdc (move marker to 1st of these 2 sts), hdc to end, turn – 50 sts. 

Row 11:  Ch 2, 2 hdc in 1st st, hdc to next marker, hdc in marked st, [2 hdc in next (move marker to 1st of these 2 sts), hdc in each hdc to 6 post sts, cable over 6 post sts, hdc to marked st, hdc in marked st] x 3, 2 hdc (move marker to 1st of these 2 sts), hdc to end, turn – 55 sts. 
Row 12:  Ch 2, 2 hdc in 1st st, hdc to next marker, hdc in marked st, [2 hdc in next (move marker to 1st of these 2 sts), hdc in each hdc to 6 post sts, bpdc 6, hdc to marked st, hdc in marked st] x 3, 2 hdc (move marker to 1st of these 2 sts), hdc to end, turn – 60 sts. 
Row 13:  Ch 2, 2 hdc in 1st st, hdc to next marker, hdc in marked st, [2 hdc in next (move marker to 1st of these 2 sts), hdc in each hdc to 6 post sts, fpdc 6, hdc to marked st, hdc in marked st] x 3, 2 hdc (move marker to 1st of these 2 sts), hdc to end, turn – 65 sts.
Row 14:  Repeat Row 12 – 70 sts. 

Rows 15-50:  Repeat Rows 11-14 – 250 sts at the end of Row 50. 
Fasten off A.

Border
Join B. 
Row 1 (RS):  Ch 2, 2 dc in 1st st, dc across to last, 2 dc in last, turn – 252 dc. 
Row 2:  Ch 1, 2 sc in 1st st, sc across to last, 2 sc in last, turn – 254 sc. 
Row 3:  Ch 3 (counts as dc), dc in next, ch 8 and drop B from hook, with C, sl st to top of starting ch and sl st in next dc, ch 4, [skip next 2 sts of Row 2, working behind B ch, dc in next 2 sts, ch 8 and drop C from hook, pick up B, skip next 2 sts of Row 2, working behind C ch, dc in next 2 sts, ch 8 and drop B from hook, pick up C, ch 8] across to last ch repeat of colour B, ch 4 and sl st in tops of last 2 dc of colour C. Fasten off, weave in ends. 
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
