Project STEP #2
Find a Topic

What are you writing about? Watch the class video, “Brainstorm a Topic,” and go through the steps to come up with a topic that will be popular in your industry and provide solutions to you persona’s problems.

- Search popular posts with Buzzsumo
- Review Google Trends
- Keywords Everywhere Chrome plugin 
- Search in Google

Project STEP #3
Create a Hook

What is the hook for your blog post? What are the pain points you are trying to solve? What will make your readers grab on to your post and never want to let go?

Project STEP #4
Create Your Headline

Watch the class video, “Create Compelling Headlines.” Use the headline formula in the video or create a headline of your own. 

Headline formula:
Number or Trigger word + Adjective + Keyword + Promise

You can either create your headline now based on your hook or write it after the blog post is done. This is personal preference. Regardless of when you create your headline, you can still submit it to the community for feedback. If you are improving an existing post, come up with a few headlines and submit those to the community.

YOUR ASSIGNMENT: Create 2-3 potential headlines you think will connect with your readers and get their attention.

Project STEP #5
Write Your Introduction

Want to make an amazing first impression on blog visitors? Do it with an attention-grabbing introduction.

· Step 1: Use your hook/deep benefit
· Step 2: Add proof
· Step 3: Include a summary of what the reader can expect when they finish reading
