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Yarn
Lion Brand Vanna’s Choice (4 weight) (170 yds/100 g):  1 ball each #113 Scarlet A, 134A Terracotta B, #158L Mustard C, #172C Kelly Green D, #109E Colonial Blue E, #147B Purple F. 

Materials
US K/10 ½ (6.5 mm) Tunisian crochet hook, yarn needle, scissors, stitch marker, 18” x 18” pillow insert. 

Finished Size
18” x 18”

Gauge
1 square = 9” x 9” after blocking. 

Notes
1. Front of pillow is worked in 4 squares that are seamed together. 
2. Back of pillow is one panel. 
3. Weave in ends as work progresses. 
4. Join rounds with a sl st to the top of the 1st st of each round. 

Abbreviations
Ch = chain
Sc = single crochet
St(s) = stitch(es)
Yo = yarn over

Special Stitches
Basic Return = Ch 1, [yo, draw through 2 loops on hook] until end. 
Tunisian Simple Stitch (tss) = Insert hook under vertical bar of next st, yo and draw up a loop leaving loop on hook. 
Tunisian Knit Stitch (tks) = Insert hook from front to back through fabric and below chs formed by previous Return Row - to right of front vertical thread and to left of corresponding back thread (between vertical posts), yo, draw loop through and leave on hook. 
Tunisian Purl Stitch (tps) = Bring yarn to front, insert hook behind bar of next st, take yarn to back of work and over hook from back to front (yo), draw loop through and leave on hook.
Tunisian Net Stitch (tns) = Insert hook between indicated sts, yo and draw up a loop leaving loop on hook.


Instructions:

Square One
With A. 
Row 1:  Ch 20, starting in the 2nd ch from the hook draw up a loop in every ch across (20 loops on hook), do not turn, complete Basic Return – 20 sts.
Rows 2-15:  Tss across, complete Basic Return.
Row 16:  Ch 1, [insert hook under vertical bar of next st, yo and draw up a loop, yo and draw through 2 loops (sc made)] across – 20 sc. 
Begin working in joined rounds. 
Round 17:  Ch 1, *working across row ends [sc 3, 2 sc in next row end] x 4**, ch 2 (corner made), sc 20 across bottom edge of square, ch 2, repeat from * to **, ch 2, sc 20 across top of square, ch 2, join – 80 sc. 
Fasten off A, join B in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 18:  Ch 1, sc in ch-2 corner, [sc across to next ch-2 corner, (sc, ch 2, sc) in ch-2 corner] x 3, sc across to last ch-2 corner, (ch 2, sc) in ch-2 corner, join – 88 sc. 
Fasten off B, join C in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 19:  Repeat Round 18 – 96 sc. 
Fasten off C, join D in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 20:  Repeat Round 18 – 104 sc. 
Fasten off D, join E in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 21:  Repeat Round 18 – 112 sc. 
Fasten off E, join F in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 22:  Repeat Round 18 – 120 sc. 
Fasten off, weave in ends. Block square to 9” x 9”. 

Square Two
With B. 
Row 1:  Ch 20, starting in the 2nd ch from the hook draw up a loop in every ch across (20 loops on hook), do not turn, complete Basic Return – 20 sts.
Rows 2-15:  Tks across, complete Basic Return.
Row 16:  Ch 1, [insert hook between vertical bars of next st, yo and draw up a loop, yo and draw through 2 loops (sc made)] across – 20 sc. 
Begin working in joined rounds. 
Round 17:  Ch 1, *working across row ends [sc 3, 2 sc in next row end] x 4**, ch 2 (corner made), sc 20 across bottom edge of square, ch 2, repeat from * to **, ch 2, sc 20 across top of square, ch 2, join – 80 sc. 
Fasten off B, join C in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 18:  Ch 1, sc in ch-2 corner, [sc across to next ch-2 corner, (sc, ch 2, sc) in ch-2 corner] x 3, sc across to last ch-2 corner, (ch 2, sc) in ch-2 corner, join – 88 sc. 
Fasten off C, join D in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 19:  Repeat Round 18 – 96 sc. 
Fasten off D, join E in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 20:  Repeat Round 18 – 104 sc. 
Fasten off E, join F in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 21:  Repeat Round 18 – 112 sc. 
Fasten off F, join A in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 22:  Repeat Round 18 – 120 sc. 
Fasten off, weave in ends. Block square to 9” x 9”. 

Square Three
With C. 
Row 1:  Ch 20, starting in the 2nd ch from the hook draw up a loop in every ch across (20 loops on hook), do not turn, complete Basic Return – 20 sts.
Rows 2-15:  Tps across, complete Basic Return.
Row 16:  Ch 1, [bring yarn to front, insert hook behind bar of next st, take yarn to back of work and over hook from back to front (yo), draw loop through, yo and draw through 2 loops (sc made)] across – 20 sc. 
Begin working in joined rounds. 
Round 17:  Ch 1, *working across row ends [sc 3, 2 sc in next row end] x 4**, ch 2 (corner made), sc 20 across bottom edge of square, ch 2, repeat from * to **, ch 2, sc 20 across top of square, ch 2, join – 80 sc. 
Fasten off C, join D in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 18:  Ch 1, sc in ch-2 corner, [sc across to next ch-2 corner, (sc, ch 2, sc) in ch-2 corner] x 3, sc across to last ch-2 corner, (ch 2, sc) in ch-2 corner, join – 88 sc. 
Fasten off D, join E in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 19:  Repeat Round 18 – 96 sc. 
Fasten off E, join F in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 20:  Repeat Round 18 – 104 sc. 
Fasten off F, join A in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 21:  Repeat Round 18 – 112 sc. 
Fasten off A, join B in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 22:  Repeat Round 18 – 120 sc. 
Fasten off, weave in ends. Block square to 9” x 9”. 

Square Four
With D. 
Row 1:  Ch 20, starting in the 2nd ch from the hook draw up a loop in every ch across (20 loops on hook), do not turn, complete Basic Return – 20 sts.
Row 2:  Tns in space between 2nd and 3rd sts, tns in each space to end, tns in last st, complete Basic Return. 
Row 3:   Tns in space between 1st and 2nd sts, tns in each space to last space, skip last space, tns in last st, complete Basic Return. 
Rows 4-15:  Repeat Rows 2-3.
Row 16:  Ch 1, starting in space between 2nd and 3rd sts, sc between each space across, sc in last – 20 sc. 
Begin working in joined rounds. 
Round 17:  Ch 1, *working across row ends [sc 3, 2 sc in next row end] x 4**, ch 2 (corner made), sc 20 across bottom edge of square, ch 2, repeat from * to **, ch 2, sc 20 across top of square, ch 2, join – 80 sc. 
Fasten off D, join E in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 18:  Ch 1, sc in ch-2 corner, [sc across to next ch-2 corner, (sc, ch 2, sc) in ch-2 corner] x 3, sc across to last ch-2 corner, (ch 2, sc) in ch-2 corner, join – 88 sc. 
Fasten off E, join F in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 19:  Repeat Round 18 – 96 sc. 
Fasten off F, join A in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 20:  Repeat Round 18 – 104 sc. 
Fasten off A, join B in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 21:  Repeat Round 18 – 112 sc. 
Fasten off B, join C in any ch-2 corner space. 
Round 22:  Repeat Round 18 –120 sc. 
Fasten off, weave in ends. Block square to 9” x 9”. 

Seaming
Join 4 squares together using preferred joining method in a 2 x 2 grid. Weave in ends. 

Back Panel
With F.
Row 1:  Ch 60, starting in the 2nd ch from the hook draw up a loop in every ch across (60 loops on hook), do not turn, complete Basic Return – 60 sts.
Row 2:  Tns in space between 2nd and 3rd sts, tns in each space to end, tns in last st, complete Basic Return. 
Row 3:  Tns into space between 1st and 2nd sts, tns in each space to last space, skip last space, work tns into last st, complete Basic Return. 
Rows 4-7:  Repeat Rows 2-3. 
Row 8:  Repeat Row 2.
Fasten off F, change to E.
Row 9:  Repeat Row 3. 
Rows 10-11:  Repeat Rows 2-3.
Row 12:  Repeat Row 2. 
Rows 13-16:  Tps across, complete Basic Return.
Fasten off E, change to D. 
Rows 17-24:  Tps across, complete Basic Return.
Fasten off D, change to C.
Rows 25-32:  Tks across, complete Basic Return.
Fasten off C, change to B. 
Rows 33-36:  Tks across, complete Basic Return.
Rows 37-40:  Tss across, complete Basic Return.
Fasten off B, change to A. 
Rows 41-48:  Tss across, complete Basic Return.
Fasten off, leaving a long tail for sewing. 

Seaming Front and Back Panels
With A, and wrong sides facing, use preferred joining method to seam 3 sides of front and back panels together. Turn pieces right-side out, insert pillow form, and seam remaining side closed. Weave in ends. 
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
